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1. Examine specific work in a discipline or discipline,
learning thelanguage, tools, and processes used to
create the contriubtion.

2. Examine, using the discipline of psychology, the
perceptions, attitudes, and behaviors of individuals
who have made a contribution within a particular
discipline.

3. Consider whether creativity is necessarily a good
thing in itself. Question what is the responsibility of
those who create an idea, an object, a way of doing
things for that which is created and for the
consequences which result.

3. Could the language,
tools, and processes
describe be extrapolated
and applied by students
to a wide variety of
problems and projects.
